God’s Grace in Daniel 

 The prediction that “the Anointed One will be cut off” (Daniel 9:26) is no doubt a reference to Jesus’ 

atoning death.  Through the grace of God, who directs and controls the course of history (4:25), his promises of 

preservation and ultimate restoration are as sure as the coming of the Messiah. 

 Our Lord quotes Daniel’s prediction concerning “the abomination that causes desolation” (9:27; 11:31; 

12:11; Mt 24:15). 

….The widely held view that the book of Daniel is largely fictional [political propaganda] rests mainly on the 

modern philosophical assumption that long-range predictive prophecy is impossible.  Therefore all fulfilled 

predictions in Daniel, it is claimed, had to have been composed no earlier than the Maccabean period (second 

century B.C.), after the fulfillments had taken place.  But objective evidence excludes this hypothesis….the 

prophecy concerning the coming of “the Anointed One, the ruler,” 483 years after “the issuing of the decree to 

restore and rebuild Jerusalem” (9:25), works out to the time of Jesus’ ministry. 

 

Note on Luke 19:44 

…the Time of God’s coming to you.  God came to the Jews in the person of Jesus the Messiah, but they failed to 

recognize him and rejected him (see Jn 1:10-11; cf. Lk 20:13-16).

The Year of Jesus’ Death: A.D. 30 or A.D. 33 

…within the ten-year span of Pilate’s rule as prefect (A.D. 26-36), Jesus’ ministry may well have begun in A.D. 28, 

with 27 and 29 also being serious candidates.  The year of Jesus’ death, in the opinion of most commentators, must 

lie within the range of A.D. 28–34, and even then we are casting the net as widely as possible.  In the light of our 

frequent ignorance of the exact year of the death of many notables in the ancient world, we should be happy that we 

can be even this precise about the year of Jesus’ crucifixion….[Using astronomy and the Synoptic Gospels narrative, 

assuming no irregularities in calendar keeping errors] the only years in which the fourteenth of Nisan probably fell on 

a Friday are A.D. 30 (Friday, April 7) and A.D. 33 (Friday, April 3).
